PRE-KINTRODUCTIONTO

THE POLICE

Children are read "Police-Hurrying! Helping! Saving!" by Patricia
Hubbel, followed by an age-appropriate discussion on the duties and

various types of Police Officers with the goal of establishing a positive,
less intimidating presence.
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KINDERCARTEN STRANGER DANGER/91T1 PROGRAM

Students are read "The Berenstain Bears Learn about Stranger" by
Stan and Jan Berenstain followed by suggestions for dealing with a
stranger and the purpose and proper use of 911

FIRST GRADE CROSSWALK/SAFE PEDESTRIAN PROGRAM

Officers discussed, with students, awareness of your
surroundings, avoiding distractions, the importance of visibility,
using the crosswalk, and safety around the school bus. The
discussion is followed by a brief video on the topic.
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Officers discuss, with the students, techniques to keep kids safe if
they find themselves in a situation where they are around a gun.

Officers also hand out free gun locks during community events as
part of this program.

THIRD CRADE SEATBEALT PROCRAM

Officers discuss the proper usage and wear of seatbelts in motor
vehicles followed by a video on the importance of seat belt usage
and airbags.

A story is shared and followed by a discussion on revealing personal
information, making passwords available for parents so activity can be
monitored, establishing a trusted friend list of contacts, and the
importance of never meeting with someone that you only know from the
internet.
