Chief (ret.) Gene Rowe, CLEE

Gene P. Rowe retired in November of 2018 as Chief of Police for the City of Richmond Heights, located in Cuyahoga County, northeast Ohio. Prior to beginning his municipal law enforcement career, Chief Rowe served four years in the United States Air Force 1966-1970.  He had been the Chief in Richmond Heights since 1993. Prior to joining the Richmond Heights Police Department, he served 21 years with the Warrensville Heights Police Department, as a Patrol Officer, Sergeant, Lieutenant, Detective Bureau Commander, Deputy Chief and Chief of Police. Also, while a member of the Warrensville Heights Police Department he served as the agency's firearms instructor and was the SWAT Team Commander for 9 years.  He had been a Chief of Police for 30 years and was a supervisor 41 of his 46 years in municipal law enforcement.

Chief Rowe has an Associate of Science Degree in law enforcement from Cuyahoga Community College. Chief Rowe completed the Ohio Association of Chiefs of Police and the Law Enforcement Foundation’s law enforcement executive program and is recognized as a Certified Law Enforcement Executive (CLEE) in the State of Ohio.  He is a graduate of the Police Executive Leadership College (PELC), the FBI National Academy in Quantico, Va., and the University of Louisville/Southern Police Institute Command Officers Development Course, and the FBI Great Lakes Executive Management Leadership Training Course.

Chief Rowe is a Past President of the Ohio Association of Chiefs of Police (2000-2001) and served on the association's executive board from 1996 - 2002. He is Past President of the Cuyahoga County Police Chiefs Association (1998), and Past Chairman of the Board of the Cuyahoga Regional Information System (CRIS). Chief Rowe received the J. Edgar Hoover Foundation Award for Excellence in Law Enforcement in 2001. He had been Chairman of the Suburban Police Anti-Crime Network (SPAN) since 1995.

Serving as a Management Consultant, Chief Rowe has participated in over 85 police promotional assessment centers for cities, villages and townships throughout the State of Ohio.
