Chief Todd Kitzler began his law enforcement career with the Rossford Police Department in February of 1994. Chief Kitzler progressed through the ranks of the department, serving as a patrol officer from 1994 to 2002, patrol sergeant from 2002 to 2010, and detective sergeant from 2010 to 2015. In 2015, Chief Kitzler left the Rossford Police Department to become the Deputy Chief of Police in the Village of Whitehouse, Ohio, and served there in that position until he returned to the Rossford Police Department as the Chief of Police in 2018. He holds an associate’s degree in law enforcement technology from the University of Toledo and a bachelor's degree in Criminal Justice Administration from the University of Findlay. Chief Kitzler is also a graduate of the Police Executive Leadership College (PELC 71) and Certified Law Enforcement Executive (CLEE 26). 

Chief Kitzler leads a police department of 18 full-time sworn officers and 2 administrative staff. The Rossford Police Department is a full-service agency that includes 2 detectives, 2 full-time school resource officers, bike unit, and 2 of his officers serve on the Wood County Special Response Team. The City of Rossford's population is approximately 6700 and is located at the intersection of Interstate 75 and the Ohio Turnpike in Northwest Ohio. 

In addition to his supervisory roles, Chief Kitzler serves on the Rossford Bulldog Foundation, Wood County Law Enforcement Executives Association, and the Wood County Addiction Response Collaborative. Chief Kitzler is a veteran of the United States Army and is a lifetime member of the 82nd Airborne Division Association.
