Tricia M. White is a Major with the Lucas County Sheriff’s Office in the Administrative Services Division.  Her current responsibilities include overseeing the Records Section, the Personnel Section, the Countywide Communications Section, the Standards & Training Section, the Equipment, Supply and Support Section, Recruitment, the Finance Section, C.C.W. Permits, Sex Offenders, and the BSSA Interoperable Communications Vehicle.  Major White also serves as the Public Information Officer for the Sheriff’s Office.

A native of Sandusky, Ohio, Major White began her career in 1993 with Lucas County Common Pleas Court, Division of Work Release where she worked as a Correction Officer.  After completing her Bachelor of Science degree in 1994, she began working for the Lucas County Sheriff’s Office as a Forensic Counselor.  She worked in the Corrections Division as a Counselor in the jail for 12 years.  In 2005, Major White completed her Master of Arts in Criminal Justice degree and in addition to her duties with the Sheriff’s Office, began teaching as an adjunct professor at the University of Toledo.  

In 2006, Major White was promoted to the rank of Sergeant and was assigned to the Law Enforcement Division.  In 2010, she was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant, and in 2012 was promoted to the rank of Captain continuing to serve in the Law Enforcement Division of the Sheriff’s Office.  In 2021, Major White was promoted to the rank of Major and assumed command of the Administrative Services Division.   
Major White is actively involved in the community and has served on the Salvation Army Board of Directors since 2013.  She is also a member of the Crisis Intervention Team (C.I.T.) Advisory Board for Lucas County.  In June of 2021, she was appointed by the Lucas County Commissioners to the role of trustee on the Lucas County Mental Health and Recovery Services Board.
