Robert Butler has served as Chief of Police for the city of Independence since 2021. From 2018-2021 he worked for the Cleveland Metroparks Police Department, serving as the Captain of Field Operations, Captain of Special Operations, and Administrative Captain. Chief Butler started his law enforcement career in Cleveland Heights where he served a patrolman, K9 officer, Drug Recognition Expert (DRE), SWAT team member, traffic sergeant, and patrol Lieutenant. He is an OPOTA instructor and has instructed police academies at Lorain Community College, Cuyahoga Community College, Cleveland Heights, and Lakeland Community College. He has his OPOTA instructor certification in SFSTs, Domestic Violence, community diversity and procedural justice, subject control, impact weapons, ethics, investigation, and legal.  

Chief Butler is a graduate of the FBI National Academy (#287), Transform Leadership, and Police Executive and Administrative Leadership School (PEALS). He has a master’s degree in public administration from Cleveland State University and bachelor’s in political science from Ohio State University.  

Chief Butler is currently the 1st VP of the Ohio Association of Chiefs of Police and serves on the Sexual Assault Advisory Board of Ohio (SAABO) and the legislative committee. He is on the board of governors for the Cuyahoga County Chief’s of Police. Chief Butler has received the IACP 40 under 40 Award for Leadership, Michael J Kelly Excellence and Innovations in Policy Award, Distinguished Service Award, MADD Officer of the Year, and was inducted in the Cleveland Martial Arts Hall of Fame in 2023.
