Chief Mark Denney, CLEE
Assessor
Mark Denney retired as Chief of Police in Colerain Township, Ohio in September 2022. Chief Denney began his law enforcement career in March 1993 as a part-time patrol officer. Chief Denney rose through the ranks and became the Chief of Police in January 2014. Chief Denney commanded a full-service police agency employing 62 police officers and 13 civilian employees.
Mark served as the Accreditation Manager for six years, maintaining the Agency’s accreditation from the Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA). For each of those six years, the Agency received the highest honor from CALEA, the Gold Standard Law Enforcement Accreditation with Excellence.
Mark is a graduate of the Ohio Law Enforcement Foundation “Certified Law Enforcement Executive” course of study and was selected to attend, and is a graduate of, the 251st Session of the FBI National Academy. Mark received his Bachelor’s and Master’s Degree in Criminal Justice Leadership from Mountain State University.
Mark serves as an assessor for the Ohio Association of Chiefs of Police (OACP) for the Ohio Police-Community Collaborative. The Collaborative certifies police agencies throughout the State of Ohio in best standards and practices. Mark has been selected to serve as an onsite assessor for the Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA).
Mark was a member of the team that implemented the nationally recognized Quick Response Team in response to the opiate epidemic in Colerain Township. He also oversaw the Department’s CARE initiative, providing service to special needs residents, and the Family Justice Center.
