
QUALIFICATIONS:
At time of appointment candidates must have within the past three years:

•	 Possess a current Ohio Peace Officer Training Commission (O.P.O.T.C.) peace officer certificate or equivalent peace officer 
certification in candidate’s current state of residency and completed two years of continuous service as a full-time 
commissioned Police Officer; OR

•	 Have obtained credit hours equivalent to an Associate’s Degree (60 semester hours / 90 quarter hours) from an accredited 
college or university and completed at least one year of continuous service as a full-time commisioned Police Officer; OR

•	 Have two years of active military service or equivalent years of service in the Reserves or National Guard (active duty or 
reserves) with a satisfactory service record or honorable discharge and completed at least one year of continuous service 
as a full-time commisioned Police Officer.
